Yellowstone in Winter
Jan 31 - Feb 6, 2022
Join us on a remarkable adventure in Yellowstone! The name 
conjures visions of natural wonders -steaming geysers, fierce grizzly bears, cascading waterfalls, majestic 
elk, wooly bison and rushing rivers –wilderness so awesome that no one believed mountain man Jim 
Bridger when he described what he saw there.  Winter may be the most spectacular time in Yellowstone as 
bison and elk congregate and move slowly in the crisp air searching for bare grass in the park’s geothermal 
areas. Bald eagles, Canada geese, trumpeter swans and ducks can be viewed along the rivers. In the 
quietness of winter, hot springs bubble and boil and snow-laden pines make this, the first and largest of 
our nation’s parks, a sight to behold! 

We fly to Bozeman, Montana and then head southward to West Yellowstone, Montana, just outside the 
park, where we will spend two nights.  Specially outfitted snow coaches take us into Yellowstone National 
Park for a day full of adventure.  During our time in West Yellowstone we will also visit The Grizzly & 
Wolf Discovery Center and see National Geographic’s Yellowstone at the Imax Theater.  Next, we are 
on to Jackson Hole, Wyoming for a two-night stay.  
A jaunt into Grand Teton National Park to see the 
majestic, jagged, snow-covered peaks followed by a 
visit to the National Wildlife Art Museum and then 
a sleigh-wagon ride through the National Elk Refuge 
rounds out our first day in Jackson Hole.  Finally, we 
make our way to Salt Lake City, Utah for one night.  
On Sunday morning we will take our seats for a live 
broadcast of the world-famous Mormon Tabernacle 
Choir and then explore more of Salt Lake City on a 
guided tour.  When we finally make our way to the 
airport for our return trip home, we will be taking 
with us once-in-a-lifetime memories of Spectacular 
Yellowstone in Winter!
